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NEA cites top performing electric co-ops
The National Electrification Administration (NEA) has recognized the outstanding electric cooperatives for performance year 2010 in a ceremony dubbed as Lumens Awards at the Radisson Blu Hotel in Cebu City on April 29, 2011.
The Cebu III Electric Cooperative, Inc. (Cebeco III) led this year’s awardees with 11 awards including the Mega Diamond Electric Cooperative for Emmanuel N. Pelaez Award for its unparalleled track record of exemplary performance, excellent customer service and solid corporate social responsibility which serve as pillars of a strong institution, thus inspiring the ECs to achieve the highest level performance. Its General Manager, Engr. Jevy Buensalida, collected the General Manager of the Year Award.

Energy Secretary and NEA Board Chair Jose Rene D. Almendras thanked the electric cooperatives for lighting up the lives of the Filipinos that they serve in the countryside.  “Tonight, we celebrate success. Peter Allan Señeres also took home the General Manager of the Year Award. Other coops which received the Grand Diamond Award are the Davao Sur Electric Cooperative, Inc. (Dasureco), Misamis I Electric Cooperative, Inc. (Moresco I) and Bohol I Electric Cooperative, Inc. (Boheco I). These coops were recognized for their unprecedented track record of exceptional performance in all facets of operations and their continuing initiatives for improvements and innovations in rendering excellent service. 
“We congratulate all the awardees for their continued effort in upholding the noble goals of the Rural Electrification Program. In today’s competitive electricity industry, they have set the bar of excellence for other coops to follow. Tarelco II, Pelco I, Penelco, Dielco and Siarelco were awarded the Emmanuel N. Pelaez Award for Best EC of the Year. This award was given to these ECs for their excellent performance in all area of operations and for their unsurpassed achievement in carrying out innovations to benefit the electric distribution utility thereby aiming for the best interest of their member-consumers and other stakeholders. 
Tarelco II was, likewise, granted the Hall of Fame for the Emmanuel N. Pelaez Award for having received in three consecutive years the EC of the Year Award (2005-2007) and the Emmanuel N. Pelaez Award for the Best EC of the Year (2008-2010).
The Administrator’s Award was bagged by Cagelco I, Batelec II, Boheco II and Fibeco. The EC of the Year Award (per EC Classification) was received by Leyeco II, Ormeco, Zamsureco I, Neeco II – Area 2, Anteco and Doreco.  
Engr. Julie B. Real of Moresco I was presented the Grand Hall of Fame for Pedro G. Dumol for Best General Manager of the Year. GM Real has sustained his track record of exemplary performance, high level competence and good corporate governance and for having received the General Manager of the Year Award for three consecutive years (2005-2007); Pedro G. Dumol Award for Best Manager two years in a row (2008-2009) and elevated to the Hall of Fame in 2010.  GM Loliano Allas of Pelco I, GM Loreto Marcelino, and GM Sergio Dagooc of Dielco and Siarelco were awarded the PGD for Best GM of the Year for their managerial competence that steered their respective ECs to attain excellent performance.
The Best ECs are attributed in honor of former Vice President Emmanuel N. Pelaez who, as a Senator, sponsored Republic Act No. 6038, creating a National Electrification Program and the National Electrification Administration in 1969. Meanwhile, the Best GMs are given the General Pedro G. Dumol Award as tribute to NEA’s first administrator who jumpstarted the success of the Rural Electrification Program.
Region VII (Central Visayas), Region XII (SOCCSKSARGEN) and Caraga Region were named Best Regions for having all their member-ECs categorized as A+ based on 2010 exemplary operation and having demonstrated collective leadership, solidarity and teamwork in their respective regions.###
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
