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Pioneer Co-op posts single-digit systems loss for 30 years

The Rural Electrification Program’s first is also one of its best.

The Misamis Oriental I Electric Cooperative, Inc. (MORESCO I), one of the Philippine RE program’s pilot-projects in 1969, is a pioneer in many things but it holds the distinction of being able to maintain a single digit system loss for 30 years.  This year, it will receive the Single Digit System Loss for the Year Award.
“The National Electrification Administration (NEA), the state-run agency mandated to assist the electric cooperatives, studiously monitors the level of systems losses of the coops in order to boost their efficiency towards better service delivery to their member-consumers. Lower systems losses will redound to savings of the coops and consequently to lower power rates”, said Administrator Edita S. Bueno. 

As a testimony to its service excellence, NEA bestowed upon Moresco I six awards for Performance Year 2010 including the coveted Grand Diamond Electric Cooperative for Emmanuel N. Pelaez Award. This award is being given to a coop for its unprecedented track record of exceptional performance in all facets of operations and its continuing improvements and innovations, thus, serving as a showcase for other coops to emulate. Moresco I has sustained a Category A+ status since 1994, excelling in all areas of operations including system loss, collection efficiency, amortization payment, payments to power and transmission providers, non-power cost, level of energization and result of financial operation.
Its other award was the Best in Collection Performance Award and Special Citations for Excellent Rating in Scorecard and for the Biggest Number of Annual General Membership Assembly (AGMA) Attendance. 
The coop’s General Manager, Engr, Julie B. Real received the Grand Hall of Fame General Manager Award. This award was given to GM Real for his sustained track record of excellent performance, high level of competence and leadership for good corporate governance. He has also received the General Manager of the Year Award for three consecutive years (2005-2007) and Pedro G. Dumol Award for Best Manager in 2008 and 2009 and hence was elevated to the Hall of Fame in 2010. ###
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
